FACT SHEET
Who is served by the Gate House?   Homeless residents from Montour and Columbia Counties can receive shelter and services for up to 60 days.  After that time, residents’ progress toward independence is evaluated and they can receive an extension to remain in the shelter for a maximum of 2 years.
Why are the residents homeless?  For many reasons:  fire victims, unemployment, abandoned by spouse, illness, rent increases…
Where do the referrals come from?  Human Services, Geisinger, CMSU, Churches, self-referrals.  The average number of calls requesting shelter is 12 a week.  
What does the Gate House provide?   Shelter, basic food, personal necessities, goal planning, information and referral to local services, and educational programs.  We provide choices rather than solutions!
How many can be served?   The Gate House offers 6 rooms, including those dedicated for singles (with bunk beds) and those reserved for families.
Given the family environment, who are we unable to serve?  Those actively involved in drugs and alcohol, parolees, sexual offenders, domestic violence offenders.
Where is the Gate House?  The Gate House is situated along the railroad tracks on the southern edge of the Danville State Hospital Grounds, off East Market Street.  
How much does it cost to run the Gate House?
Approximately $100,000 a year.
